FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

Fortunately, in fiscal year 2009 Oklahoma schools did not experience funding cuts. The state formula allocation for FY09 was $1,826,799 for Regular Operations which included a formula funding redistribution of $90,123. Other state allocations totaled $28,574 for Existing Industry and Firefighter Training.
